sober houses/ transitional programs. We

plan to expand this program in 2023.

RI S2713 - Decriminalizes sex work and expands eligibility for expungement of related
criminal records

victim is in the custody of a peace officer
RI H7044 - Grants immunity to any person engaged in or witnessing commercial sexual

RI H7695 - Eliminates all costs, assessments, and fees for persons serving a prison sentence
of over thirty (30) days and those determined to be indigent
Federal FIX Clemency Act - Creates an independent commission, including a formerly
incarcerated person, to review clemency and pardon petitions for the president
